Under Garcia v. USICE (Dep't of Homeland Sec.), 669 F.3d 91, 97 (2d Cir. 2011), such
an informal arrangement as to custody is entirely sufficient to establish custody for purposes of
derivative citizenship.

As you know, we believe that we would be able to introduce all of this evidence to the
Second Circuit on appeal, if for some reason the government were unwilling to recognize Mr.
Thompson’s citizenship in light of this new, corroborating evidence. (We won’t bother to send
you a copy of our draft motion for the Court to consider such evidence, because we don’t think
it’s necessary, don’t want to raise issues that are likely irrelevant, and don’t want to burden you
with having to decide whether to respond in the meantime. But in case it’s helpful, we note that
we would rely on not only Garcia’s consideration of additional evidence on appeal, but also
Pignatello v. Attorney General of the United States, 350 F.2d 719, 723-24 (2d Cir. 1965),
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expressly recognizing (under 8 U.S.C. § 1105a(a)(5), the predecessor provision to § 1252(b)(5))
that “what the petitioner is seeking, and is entitled to, is a de novo judicial determination of the
[citizenship] claim, not judicial review of the administrative disposition of that claim,” thus
resulting in the Second Circuit’s assessing derivative citizenship in light of various pieces of
evidence that were “not part of the administrative record.” See also Shepherd v. Holder, 678 F.3d
1171, 1183 (10th Cir. 2012) (“[T]he reference to ‘pleadings and affidavits’ in § 1252(b)(5) is
properly understood to include additional evidence on judicial review.”))

We thank you very much for your cooperation, and for your working with us to tell us
what information we would need to gather that would be beneficial to the government’s ability to
recognize that Mr. Thompson has met his burden. We sincerely hope that this documentation is
sufficient to resolve any outstanding doubt and to allow the government to recognize the validity
of Mr. Thompson’s derivative citizenship claim.
